Then wwir broke out in 1939 and times were hard and people
worried a lot. But there was light at the end of the tunnel. John
married Mirta Andersson (1920) and they had Bertil (1942) and
Bengt (1944). Robert married Ella Hultin (1911) and they had
Gert (1941), Margit (1945) and Ingrid (1946). Gustav had a rela-
tionship with Mirta Rudolfsson (1918) and the result of this was

Vivi-Anne (1939). For Amanda Josefina this was like a re-run of

her own children. She had also started with a girl followed by
seven boys. These first grandchildren made life easier for
Amanda Josefina and Nils Severin, who were in a deep crisis after

the death of their two sons.

En var-
dag 1945 gick han bort och begravdes pa piskaftonen pd Morups
kyrkogird bredvid sin tvillingbror.

But there was still more sad news to come to them. Gustav wor-
ked in Stockholm after having finished his training At the Tai-
lors’ Academy. IHe too fell ill with T8 and was hospitalised 1n
Stockholm. For a patient contact could not be kept by telephone
so Amanda Josefina started writing letters. Gustav could not be
cured so he died. He was buried beside his twin brother on Eas-

ter Eve 1945.

Nils Severin och Amanda Josefina var trogna sin fédelseby. Dir
hade de verkat och samlat decennier, de var nu inne pa det sjunde.

pect of rural life in Halland. They knew all the causes of rejoi-
cing and sorrow which belong to human life. Askhult was the
central place of their world. The sorrows of recent years and old
age finally made them break up. The farm was sold and they
moved to a house close to the railway station in Lingis, where
they lived for the rest of their lives. Nils Severin died in 1957 and
Amanda Josefina two years later, in 1959.
